History Topic:

BEFORE: Britain was ruled by the Romans whose empire was starting to fall.
WHAT HAPPENED: Roman Britain was attacked by the Irish and Picts. The Angles, Saxons
and Jutes (Anglo-Saxons) invaded Britain.
AFTER: The groups of Anglo Saxons formed Kingdoms. They replaced the Roman stone
buildings with their own wooden ones, spoke their own language and had their own art

and culture.
