Our wonderful
BATIC Counselling Service has recently
received funding for short term
interventions for children, so we have
some extra capacity across all of the
BATIC schools. One area where we will be
paying particular attention to, is children's
fitness which we have noticed has
generally taken a knock. We are
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committed to children having at least an
hour each day of physical activity in
addition to their PE lessons. This means
that we will be encouraging them to be
active during their break times and also
having regular active breaks when we make
sure their heart rate increases. We are
planning to restart Extra-curricular Clubs
after Easter and will be using our Sports
Premium Funding to subsidise this. Please
look out for these clubs and encourage
your child to take part. If we are fo retain
our District Sports title, we need to get
‘match fit'l
