Sports Partnership coaches are also
coming in during each lunchtime to
encourage children to keep active and
Essex Elite will be providing fun active
sessions one afternoon a week for classes
to take part in. We are using our Sports
Premium money to fund these programmes
because we know how important being
physically active is to support children's
mental health and therefore their
learning.
